HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 487 – It is proposed to remove existing price faces on pylon sign and install new, non-flashing LED price faces at 201 Broadway.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Amerada Hess Corp. / Fred Berger, Phila. Sign Co.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
The proposal to remove existing price faces on pylon sign and install new, non-flashing LED price faces at 201 Broadway was presented by Virginia Berger.
There will be no change in size of the sign, and the area with new faces will measure 61” high x 97” wide.   
The proposed new LED sign will have only 2 lines of text and prices.  The prices will be internally illuminated with red LEDs and the white text will be internally illuminated with fluorescent lighting.
The brightness of the LED lighting will be adjustable.
The text will be 6” high and the LED numbers will be 18” high as proposed.
The motion to approve the proposed sign change was unanimously approved.
