HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 488 – It is proposed to replace 1st floor windows and doors, replace openings with bronze egress windows, install pressure treated stairs from 3rd to 2nd floor and 2nd floor to street,  install a rear 6 panel door for egress with pressure treated stairs and stucco existing openings at 119-123 E 3rd Street.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Joseph Pearl, Jr. & William A. Eaton

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace 1st floor windows and doors, replace openings with bronze egress windows, install pressure treated stairs from 3rd to 2nd floor and 2nd floor to street, install a rear 6 panel door for egress with pressure treated stairs and stucco existing openings at 119-123 E 3rd Street was presented by Joseph Pearl, Jr. and William A. Eaton.
2. The existing front entrance doors will be modified to include an approximately 12” wide section of opaque, dark gray spandrel glass between the existing aluminum and glass doors.  The sidelights will be reduced in size as needed and the arched transom above the door will be modified to include the 12” spandrel glass section at the center.  There will be no stucco installed around the doors.

3. The existing awning fabric will be replaced with new Sunbrella fabric.  The ends of the awnings will be open rather than closed as existing.  

4. At the rear of the building 7 of the 12 second and third floor windows facing north will be infilled with plywood and smooth stucco recessed approximately 1”-2” from the face of the façade brick.  

5. The stucco color must be submitted to the Historic Officer for approval. 

6. The window openings not stuccoed will have new bronze vinyl double hung 1 over 1 egress windows installed.  

7. The second floor door opening will be modified for a smaller door with transom above.  Wide casing will make up the difference in dimension between the new door and masonry opening.  

8. Alterations on the first floor rear will be as proposed.  Two of the existing openings will be modified.  The east side glass window with bars will be renovated into a door with small set of steps (about 4 risers).  The window on the west side will be infilled with plywood and stucco.  All other openings and roof structure will remain as is.
9. New pressure treated fire escapes will be constructed from the third floor level to the second floor and also from the second floor to grade on the west side building in the gap between the building and the neighboring building to the west.  The fire escapes must be painted after 6 months.

10. Shop drawings for the fire escapes and short flight of steps at the rear must be submitted for review by the Historic Officer.

11. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
