HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 489 – It is proposed to demolish the existing mixed use building and construct a 7-story mixed use building at 30 W 4th Street.
OWNER/APPLICANT: B Land Co, LLC
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The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to demolish the existing mixed use building and construct a 7-story mixed use building at 30 W 4th Street was presented by Dennis Benner & Howard Kulp.
2. The proposed building described below is approved in concept only.  Additional submission must be made to Commission for review of the final design, materials, and details.

3. Demolition of the existing building on the site is approved only if the proposed new building receives Commission approval and only after full working drawings, including mechanical, electrical, and plumbing drawings, are completed and a building permit issued.

4. The proposed building will have a commercial use on the first floor with large storefront windows and angled corner entrance.  There will be a side entrance on the east end of the front façade for entry to the apartments above.  Stone or other hard masonry material will be used for the first floor exterior finish.  A continuous storefront cornice was recommended by the Commission.

5. Floors two through five will have shallow projecting square bays clad in fiber cement siding and capped with a slightly projecting roof that will become a continuous band separating the fifth floor from the two floors above and enhancing the sense of a set back of the upper floors.  The main walls will be brick.    

6. Floors six and seven will also be clad in brick and will have a curved corner.  The top of the brick façade will end at the roof of the uppermost level, and the roof garden will have an open metal railing.  

7. Along the east the stair and elevator tower will extend to the roof for access to the roof garden.  The roof of the stair and elevator tower will be sloped where head room allows in order to reduce the effect of its height from the street.

8. The windows on the apartment levels will be a combination of fixed, awning, and possibly casement windows.  Sliding glass doors will access the corner balconies.

9. The materials of the east façade will be studied and presented at a later date.  Banding will be considered.

10. The motion for conceptual approval was unanimously passed.  Mr. Loush abstained due to a conflict of interest.
