HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 491 – It is proposed to modify the chimney and rear of building and to install pressure-treated stairs and platforms for egress and stucco existing openings at 119-123 E 3rd Street.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to modify the chimney and rear building and to install pressure-treated stairs and platforms for egress and stucco existing openings at 119-123 E 3rd Street was presented by Joseph Pearl, Jr. and William A. Eaton.
2. The existing chimney will be taken down to first floor roof level and capped with concrete at or just below the roof level.
3. The rear pent roof on the east side of the chimney will be partially removed so steps can be installed from the capped off chimney to the sidewalk.
4. A pressure treated platform will be built on top of capped chimney and pressure treated steps built from the first floor roof to sidewalk to provide egress from the first floor roof.  Egress steps will be built to meet code with a traditional picket railing with top and bottom rails.

5. New pressure treated wood egress stairs will also be built from each of the two, third floor apartment units as proposed. 
6. All wood steps and railings must be painted approximately six months after installation and the wood sufficiently dry.

7. The two doors for egress will be located in existing window locations.  2’ of brick will be removed below window sills to install the doors.  Glass transoms will infill above the doors.  The doors will have four or six panels and be fabricated of wood or smooth fiberglass.
8. All other window openings that are not used for windows will have stucco finish as approved last month.  Color must be approved by the Historic Officer.
9. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
