The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace existing entrance door, re-open & install aluminum storefront windows on side of building along New Street and to reopen two double hung windows on the lower level north façade at 1 – 5 W. 4th Street was presented by Richard McCormick.
2. The existing wood frames, visible from the interior photos, will be reused for the reopened storefront if possible. If the wood frames are not salvageable, bronze aluminum or factory painted aluminum storefront frames may be used.  A wide center mullion should be installed in the new aluminum storefront system.

3. Clear glass must be used in all windows.

4. The new storefront door will be 42 inches wide and fit the size of the existing opening.  The door should have wide stiles and rails and may be wood or aluminum.

5. The double hung windows on the north façade may be reopened.  The historic windows should be retained and repaired if possible.  If beyond reasonable repair the windows may be replaced with new aluminum windows with double hung appearance.

6. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
