The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace front, side and rear windows at 123 W. 4th St was presented by Jose and Rafaela Nunez and Darryl McElroy.
2. The existing windows are in extremely deteriorated condition.

3. The front double-hung windows will be replaced with new Pella double-hung fiberglass windows with clear glass.  The windows must fit the size of the existing openings and the windows will be beige/tan in color.

4. The side and rear windows will be replaced with new vinyl windows with 2 over 2 muntin configuration.  The muntins may be between the glass.  The rear egress casement window will be replaced with new egress casement in vinyl.  The vinyl windows will be similar in color to the front windows.
