1. Install recessed Terra Cotta Doors in new mill finish aluminum frames to keep

Natural aluminum finish for the remaining storefront and keep the black tile base for continuity on the entire façade.

2.   The tile entry floor should be 6” x 6” tile, slightly darker than the limestone walls.

3.    Awning to be open ended in Forrest Green color with logo on drops in lighter 

       Green color and that the sign brackets are relocated to above the pilaster between

       the two openings with fasteners in mortar joints.

4.    Install a new blade sign.

5.    The returns at the recessed doors will be stucco with tile #01 Dal Tile 

       “Terra Antico”
