The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install new roofing on sun porch and repair wood fascia trim, downspouts and lining of the main roof box gutter at 1324 Prospect Ave was presented by Ken Loush.
2. A new gray EPDM roof (.060) with 16 oz. copper drip edge will replace the existing roofing on the sun porch.

3. The existing box gutters of the main roof will be repaired and relined with new .060 EPDM roofing membrane which will appropriately terminated and flashed into the lower slate shingles of the main roof.  New copper flashing will be installed on the leading edge of the roof and sealed with 6” pressure sensitive flashing material.  
4. New 16 oz copper drop-in tubes for the down spouts will be installed to replace the existing.  

5. The downspout on the northwest corner will be relocated from the current west elevation location to the original position on the north elevation. 
6. All wood trim repairs will be done in kind with wood. 

7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved. Mr. Loush abstained due to a conflict of interest.
