HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 500 – It is proposed to enlarge the existing glass on the wooden doors, to replace existing glass with clear glass and enlarge the window and install sign at 401 E 4th St.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Kalavathi Shunmugam

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to enlarge the existing glass on the wooden doors, to replace existing glass with clear glass and enlarge the window and install a sign at 401 E 4th St was presented by Kalavathi Shunmugam.
2. The upper glass area for each door will be enlarged to 18” x 30” with 6” top rail and 6” stiles.  The glass will be secured with an appropriate molding.  Panel molding will be installed to the bottom of each door.  The molding specification and detail drawing will be provided by the Historic Officer.

3. The above motion was unanimously approved.

4. In a second motion by Mr. Lader and seconded by Mr. Loush the proposal to enlarge the window to the east of the door was tabled for a site visit.  This motion was unanimously approved.

5. In a third motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Lader a new projecting sign with external spot lights was approved.  

6. Scaled drawings of the sign and sign bracket must be submitted for review by the Historic Officer.  

7. The new sign will be 18” x 36” in size and will be made of wood, MDO or HDU.

8. The background graphic will be as submitted without the logo in the upper left hand corner.  

9. The sign letters may be in relief or flush and will be serif style as submitted.  A border pinstripe will be added around the perimeter of the sign.

10. The sign will be hung in the same location as the old box sign. The existing façade will be will repaired after the old sign is removed.  The new black metal scroll sign bracket will be installed with fasteners mounted into mortar joints and not into the brick faces.

11. The final design and scaled drawings must be approved by the Historic Officer.

12. The third motion was unanimously approved.
