CASE # 503 – It is proposed to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for the 650kw emergency generator installed behind the building on the property and not visible from the street at 1200 Spring St.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Diocese of Allentown/ Holy Family Manor

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for the 650kw emergency generator installed behind the building on the property and not visible from the street at 1200 Spring St. was presented by Kevin Carl and Pamela Russo.
The generator is located between the rear addition to the Grace mansion and the connector to the McShea Pavilion.
Because the generator is located on a non-character defining side of the historic building and barely visible from the side street (11th Ave.) the Historic Conservation Commission concluded the installation would not have an adverse impact on the historic building or the Historic District.
