CASE # 505 – It is proposed to paint signs onto the building at 201 E. Third Street.
OWNER/APPLICANT: East 3rd St. LP/ Wendy Landiak

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to paint signs onto the building at 201 E. Third Street was presented by Wendy Landiak.
2. New signs will be painted on both the Webster St and 3rd St. facades and will read “shankara vegan restaurant & organic juice bar” in black lettering on an off-white background.  
3. The signs will be directly painted on the existing stucco sign board areas.  The wood frames around the stucco areas will be painted and a green pinstripe will be added approximately 2” inside the wood frame.
