The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace in-kind railing above the front porch at 1324 Prospect Ave. was presented by Ken Loush.
2. The existing balustrade matches the historic balustrade in design, but is not of original material.

3. A new balustrade will be fabricated of wood to match the historic balustrade.  The wood used should be a rot-resistant wood such as Spanish cedar, Cyprus or Mahogany.
4. Composite “no-rot” products were not recommended or approved because of the extreme expansion and contraction of these materials which would not perform well in a balustrade on the south exposure.
5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved; Mr. Loush abstained due to a conflict of interest.
