HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 504 – It is proposed to change the original design for the entrance canopies from precast concrete to glass and steel at E. Third and Polk Streets
OWNER/APPLICANT: Lehigh Valley Charter Arts Foundation/Artefact

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
The proposal to change the original design for the entrance canopies from precast concrete to glass and steel at E. Third and Polk Streets was presented by Christine Ussler, AIA and Diane LaBelle.
The new canopies will be constructed in steel and glass as proposed.  The steel structure will include tubular steel beams parallel to the front and rear facades and small I-beams extending out from the building.  The I-beams will be notched to lighten the canopy weight both physically and aesthetically.  The canopy glass will be etched.  Diagonal “sag rods” will support the rear canopy.  All steel will be painted.
Material samples were also presented for review and were approved as presented.
The precast concrete panels will have two colors as shown in the submitted rendering.  The buff color will be Nitterhouse #13031A-LSB and the gray will be Nitterhouse #13031C-LSB.
Window glass will be clear Low-E insulated glass except for the South and East facing glass which will be Sungate 500 Low-E glass.  
Spandrel glass will at the floor line in the double height windows and at the toilet rooms on the first floor will be “satin etch” over a black obscure glass.
All window and door frames will be clear anodized aluminum.
The projecting roof will be clad in the prefinished Omega metal panels in Patina Green color manufactured by Laminators Inc.
A motion to approve the revised design and materials passed unanimously.
