HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 511 – It is proposed to install new signs for the drive thru area, to include a directional sign and a new canopy sign at 301 Broadway.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Sycamore Hill Farm Development/ Larry Eighmy
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The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install new signs for the drive thru area, to include a directional sign and a new canopy sign at 301 Broadway was presented by Christopher Cowan.
2. Sign 1) The existing pylon sign will be relocated from Broadway to the East Fourth St entrance to the drive-up window.  There will be no substantial changes to the sign, but it will be refurbished as proposed.  A new bleed face retainer system and 3M Panographics III faces will be installed.  The cabinet will be painted Matthews MP01126 Dark Red (with clearcoat in semi glass sheen) and Matthews MP66981 yellow (with clearcoat in semi-gloss sheen). The sign will remain 48 Sq Ft in size.

3. Sign 2) The two sets of existing internally illuminated letters will be removed from existing drive-thru and relocated to new Drive-up canopy.  “Wells Fargo” will be in 1’ high letters and span 11’ 4 7/8”.  The letter faces will be white diffused film with yellow translucent vinyl and a black vinyl drop shadow.  The letter returns will be painted Matthews MP65837 Red (with clearcoat in semi-gloss sheen.)  The lettering will be flush mounted to the front and side of the new Drive-up canopy.

4. Sign 3) A new directional sign will be installed at the East Fourth St. entrance. The aluminum support tube will be painted light bronze (with clearcoat in semi-gloss.)  The panels will be .080” aluminum painted Warm Gray and decorated with 3M #180-10 opaque white copy and arrows.  The support tube will be buried in the ground and set into a concrete footing. The sign will read “Drive up teller, Drive up ATM, Exit” with arrows.  The sign will be 2’ 6” x 2’ 6” in size and not illuminated.

5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
