HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 513 – It is proposed to install fencing around garbage dumpsters at 334 Thirteenth Ave.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Catholic Senior Housing and Healthcare Services, Diocese of Allentown / Randy Brown for American Fence, Inc.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install fencing around garbage dumpsters at 334 Thirteenth Ave was presented by Randy Brown for American Fence, Inc.
2. The fencing will be 72” high Boston vinyl fencing in Clay color.  
3. There will be four different enclosures as indicated in the sketch provided: 8’ x 17’, 8’ x 11’, and two at 8’ x 10’.  
4. The Boston fencing has the appearance of a solid board fence with square posts and top and bottom stretchers. 
5. The largest enclosure will shield a pair of dumpsters at one of the corners of the courtyard, the others will be single dumpsters located on pads off the walkways leading to the apartments.
6. The HCC approved the vinyl fencing, which is not generally recommended in the historic district, because the installation is internal to the housing complex, the housing complex was built in the late 20th century, the housing complex is at the edge of the Historic District, the color of the fencing is very close to the color of the vinyl siding of the apartment buildings, The fencing will be shielding the view of dumpsters, and the fencing will have a matt finish.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
