The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install static cling window signs at 320 E. Third St. was presented by Mary Ann Brooks.
2. A large sign (installed several years ago) is located on the inside of the front window.  The sign reads “Unlimited Tanning (on an angle) 19.99”.  The lettering is red with a white outline.  Because the sign is historically acceptable it may be retained as installed.
3. Other signs will be modified.  One of the white California Tan logo signs on the glass to the left of the door will be removed.  The other sign may remain.
4. The “open” sign may be retained.  The sign must not flash.

5. The business hours will be installed on the window or door glass in small white vinyl lettering.
6. Existing paper signs in the window will be removed.

7. Two temporary signs in yellow approximately 20” x 14” may also be installed periodically.  The design of those signs may change, but the size of new temporary signs must not exceed this size.  The signs must meet all Zoning regulations for temporary signs.

8. A banner sign may be installed on the façade on a temporary basis, but requires a permit and must meet all Zoning regulations.  

9. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
