ORDINANCE NO. 2014-_____
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE VACATION,

DISCONTINUANCE AND STRIKING FROM THE CITY’S
GENERAL PLAN OF STREETS OF A PORTION 
OF NINTH AVENUE AND A PORTION OF TENTH AVENUE 
IN THE THIRTEENTH (13TH) WARD OF THE CITY OF 
BETHLEHEM, COUNTY OF LEHIGH, PENNSYLVANIA.

WHEREAS, a Petition of the owners of all the properties abutting that portion of Ninth Avenue to be vacated hereby has been presented to the Council of the City of Bethlehem requesting said vacation; and


WHEREAS, a Petition of the owners of all the properties abutting that portion of Tenth Avenue to be vacated hereby has been presented to the Council of the City of Bethlehem requesting said vacation; and


WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission at its meeting of September 11, 2014, recommended to City Council the vacation of the eastern 10’ of the portion of Ninth Avenue extending from Union Boulevard to Genoa Street and the unopened Tenth Avenue extending from Genoa Street to S.R. 378, subject to the following conditions:  (1) any comments from the Public Works Department shall also be addressed and (2) any utilities in the Tenth Avenue right-of-way must be relocated.


NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.  That that portion of Ninth Avenue as hereinafter described be, and the same is, hereby vacated, discontinued, abandoned and stricken from the City's General Plan of Streets:

ALL THAT CERTAIN tract of land situated in the City of Bethlehem, County of Lehigh and State of Pennsylvania, bounded and described as follows to wit:

BEGINNING at a corner, said corner situated along the existing northerly Right Of Way of West Union Boulevard (SR 1002, 80 feet wide) and the westerly Right Of Way of Ninth Avenue (70 feet wide), on the southwest corner of the lands of N/F Bethlehem Area School District, marked by a ¾” iron pin, as the Point and Place of BEGINNING, thence;

Along the northerly Right Of Way of West Union Boulevard (SR 1002, 80 feet wide), South 89° 36’ 35” West for a distance of 10.00 feet to a point in the existing Ninth Avenue Right Of Way (70 feet wide) to a point, thence;

2)  
Through the existing Right of Way of Ninth Avenue North 00° 23’25” West for a distance of 191.00 feet to a point along the northerly Right Of Way of Genoa Street (51 feet wide) to a point, thence;

3)  
Along the northerly Right Of Way of Genoa Street (51 feet wide) and the lands of N/F Bethlehem Area School District, North 89° 36’ 35” East for a distance of 10.00 feet to a point along the easterly side of the existing Ninth Avenue Right  Of Way (70 feet wide) to a point marked by a drill hole, thence;

4)  
Along the existing easterly Right Of Way of Ninth Avenue (70 feet wide), South 
00° 23’ 25” East, for a distance of 191.00 feet to the Point and Place of 
BEGINNING;

CONTAINING:  1,910 square feet or 0.044 acres of land, more or less.

Said property subject to any easements, restrictions, covenants of record, and rights-of-way as contained within the chain of title of said deed of record.

SECTION 2.  That that portion of Tenth Avenue as hereinafter described be, and the same is, hereby vacated, discontinued, abandoned and stricken from the City's General Plan of Streets:

ALL THAT CERTAIN tract of land situated in the City of Bethlehem, County of Lehigh and State of Pennsylvania, bounded and described as follows to wit:

BEGINNING at a corner, said corner situated along the existing northerly Right Of Way of Genoa Street (20 feet wide) and the common property line of N/F B. Braun Medical, Inc. and N/F Bethlehem Area School District, marked by a spike set, thence along the easterly property line of N/F B. Braun Medical, Inc., North 00° 23’ 25” West for a distance of 31.01 feet, marked by a concrete monument; thence along the proposed northerly Right Of Way of Genoa Street (51 feet wide), North 89° 36’ 35” East for a distance of 185.09 feet, as  the Point and Place of BEGINNING, thence;

Through the lands of N/F Bethlehem Area School District, North 00° 23’ 25” West for a distance of 488.24 feet to a point along the southerly Right Of Way of Spur Route 378 (SR 0378) (A limited access highway) to a point, thence; 
2)  
Along the southerly Right of Way of Spur Route 378 (SR 0378) along a curve to the right having a radius of 270 feet for an arc distance of 70.54 feet with a course bearing North 83° 58’ 53” East, and a chord distance of 70.34 feet to a point, thence; 
3)  
Through the lands of N/F Bethlehem Area School District, South 00° 23’ 25” East for a distance of 495.13 feet to a point along the northerly Right Of Way of Genoa Street (51 feet wide) to a point, thence; 
4)  
Along the existing northerly Right Of Way of Genoa Street (51 feet wide), South 
89° 36’ 35” West, for a distance of 70.00 feet to the Point and Place of 
BEGINNING;

CONTAINING:  34,526 square feet or 0.793 acres of land, more or less.
Said property subject to any easements, restrictions, covenants of record, and rights-of-way as contained within the chain of title of said deed of record.

Bearings for this description refer to a map entitled “Nitschmann Middle School Right Of Way Vacation Plan, City of Bethlehem, Lehigh County, Pennsylvania”, dated August 13, 2014.  Prepared by Terraform Engineering, LLC, One East Broad Street, Suite 330, Bethlehem, Pennsylvania 18018.


SECTION 3.
The Bethlehem Area School District shall comply with the conditions of the recommendation of the City Planning Commission issued at its meeting of September 11, 2014.

SECTION 4.  The City reserves unto itself an easement for the maintenance, construction and reconstruction of those certain sanitary sewer and storm sewer underground utilities presently located on or under the vacated streets until replacement sanitary sewer lines and replacement storm sewer lines have been installed.  Such replacement utility lines shall be located within the easement as designated on the land development plan as filed by the Bethlehem Area School District for the construction of the Nitschmann School.   The use of the easement for the replacement utility lines shall be subject to the execution of an easement agreement in recordable form that is satisfactory to the City.


SECTION 5.  That upon final enactment of this Ordinance, the City Engineer be and he hereby is, authorized, empowered and directed to strike from the City's General Plan of Streets that portion of Ninth Avenue described in Section 1 hereof and that portion of Tenth Avenue described in Section 2 hereof as public streets of the City of Bethlehem.


SECTION 6.  All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
