The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install (2) black awnings on the front windows at 201 E. Mechanic St. was presented by Edgar Hernandez.
2. The new awnings will be 2’4” high and have a 3’ projection.  One of the awnings will be 6’ wide and the other 6’-8” wide to appropriately fit over the existing windows.
3. They awnings will have open ends and be made of Sunbrella fabric. The scalloped valance will be trimmed in black instead of white, if possible.
4. They will be attached to the wood lintels above the two storefront windows.
5. The air conditioning unit will be removed from the transom of the window facing Webster St.
6. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
