The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for the signage installed at 120 E. Third St. was presented by Emily Justine and Christine Ortiz.
2. The main sign is illuminated by gooseneck lights and reads “Express Tanning Bethlehem” with “Express Tanning” in red letters with a yellow underscore and “Bethlehem” in white lettering with a sun logo.  This sign, as installed, is historically appropriate.
3. The paper signs, one reading “Please use other door” and the other the business hours, will be made permanent signs in white vinyl and be located on the inoperable door and to the right of the operable door respectively.  The size of the lettering should be approximately the same as in the existing signs.

4. Other paper signs will be removed from the windows.

5. It is recommended that the “Unlimited Monthly Tanning $19.99 sign” be made into a more permanent vinyl lettered sign on the transom.  The lettering should be yellow and white or all white.

6. The neon “Express Tanning” and OPEN sign may remain as installed.

7. The existing sign reading Professional Sunless Spray Tanning” suction-cupped to the interior of the glass will be made into a new white vinyl sign to be located in the window to the left of the neon “Express Tanning” sign.  The sign should be compatible in size and location with the neon sign.
8. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
