The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate and repaint the front façade at 205 W. Fourth St. was presented by Harjeep Chatha.
2. Brick repair and repointing must be done according to the recommendations in the Preservation Brief #2 available online from the National Park Service website.

3. Paint may be removed from the storefront level of the façade if the work is done according to the recommendations in Preservation Brief #2.  It is also strongly recommended that test patched of paint removal be done on different areas of the façade where the brick may have been infilled so that the uniformity of the color and texture of the existing brick determined.  

4. If the existing brick is not uniform in color and texture, the brick will be repainted in the brick red color.

5. The proposed new colors are SW 7600 Bolero (brick red) and SW 7675 Sealskin (Dark Charcoal gray) are historically appropriate although it is noted the Historic Conservation Commission does not regulate the color of paint.

6. The existing copper roof on the storefront pent roof will not be stripped of the existing Verdigris patina but may be cleaned.

7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
