CASE # 532 – It is proposed to construct a dormer addition to the rear portion of the third floor of a single family residential structure at 208 E. Fourth Street
OWNER/APPLICANT: Webster Street Holdings, LLC / James Byszewski & Louis Intile

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
The proposal to construct a dormer addition to the rear portion of the third floor of a single family residential structure at 208 E. Fourth Street was presented by James Byszewski and Louis Intile.
This is a modification to the previously approved COA.  
Instead of the previously approved addition to the house, a new rear shed roofed dormer will be constructed at the rear of the third floor of the building.
