1. The proposal to install signage in the storefront at 831 E. Fourth Street was presented by Angela Olorte.
2. Instead of refacing the existing sign, new vinyl lettering will be installed in the large section of the front display window.  The new sign will read “Philadelphia Convenience” in white lettering with a blue outline or light blue lettering with a dark blue drop shadow as sketched by the Historic Officer.
3. The size of the new lettering will be proportionate and similar to the size shown in the sketch by the Historic Officer.  The signage will be installed in the upper part of the large window as shown in the sketch.
4. The existing “Wireless” signage in the transom (above the large display window) will be removed.
