The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to reconstruct the pre-existing porch structure at 110-112 E. Fourth Street was presented by Matthew Graham.
2. The original masonry support structure remains and will be reused as proposed.  The existing carpet on the porch deck will be removed and the wood deck repaired in kind or replaced with new tongue and groove boards to match the old.

3. New columns, beams, roof, ceiling soffit, and railings will be reconstructed to match the historic as closely as possible as defined in the photographs and in scaled drawings submitted to the HCC.

4. Douglas fir or other rot resistant wood will be used, and all wood will be painted.  

5. The original box gutters will be rebuilt into the new roof.

6. Eco-Star synthetic slate in Federal Gray color will be installed on the new roof.
7. All moldings and decorative woodwork will match the historic as closely as possible. 

8. Two new pendant lights will be installed on the porch ceiling.  The pendants will be Norwell Classic Onion style lights or a style more typical of historic Bethlehem.

9. It is recommended, but not required, to paint the reconstructed porch cream or off-white instead of white.
10. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
