HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 554 – It is proposed to replace the door and modify the exterior for ADA compliance at 29 E. Third Street
OWNER/APPLICANT:  Bank of America / Project Expediters Consulting Corp

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
1. The proposal to replace the door and modify the exterior for ADA compliance at 29 E. Third Street was presented by Jacqueline Menges.
The new door will be almost centered with 2 side lights in clear anodized aluminum frames.  The door will have 5” stiles and top rail, and the bottom rail will be 10” to meet code.
A kynar paint finish is highly recommended to match the new paint color used on the arched window above the door and all the other windows in the building.
