CASE # 553 – It is proposed to install awnings at 702 E Fourth Street
OWNER/APPLICANT: John Gross / David Delos Santos

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 
The proposal to install awnings at 702 E Fourth Street was presented by David Delos Santos.
Two shed style awnings in red Sunbrella fabric will be installed over the display windows on the north and west elevations.  They will have a 24” projection and be mounted into mortar joints.
The awnings will have open ends and no valance.
A color sample of the awning fabric must be submitted to the Historic Officer for approval.
