AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM, COUNTIES OF 
LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON, COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, AUTHORIZING AND RATIFYING an AGREEMENT FOR INTERMUNICIPAL COOPERATION known as the “MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN NORTHAMPTON COUNTY AND THE cITY OF bETHLEHEM REGARDING tRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF A TRUNKED RADIO NETWORK”, AND FOR OPERATION OF SAID NETWORK, between the city of bethlehem and northampton county.

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
There is hereby adopted and ratified an agreement for intermunicipal cooperation known as the “Memorandum of Understanding between Northampton County and the City of Bethlehem regarding Transfer of Ownership of a Trunked Radio Network”, and for operation of said network, between the City of Bethlehem and Northampton County (“Agreement”).  A copy of the Agreement is attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.  The Mayor and Controller are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City of Bethlehem.

Section 2.
This Amendment is entered into pursuant to the provisions of 53 Pa.C.S.A. §2303-2307:
A.
The purpose and objective of the Agreement is to transfer all 9-1-1 emergency communications services to Northampton County in accordance with Pennsylvania Act 12 of 2015; and to establish the terms and conditions under which said transfer shall occur; and further for the joint cooperation in the operation of the network and 9-1-1 service.

B.   
This Agreement shall be subject to all the conditions and terms specified and set forth in the Agreement which is attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.  
C.
The duration of the Agreement shall be five (5) years.  Thereafter, the terms of the Agreement shall continue for additional one (1) year terms until one party shall provide to the other party at least sixty (60) days notice of their intent to terminate the Agreement at the end of the then-current term.

Section 3.
The Administration is authorized to enter and execute amendments to this Agreement that it deems not inconsistent with the purposes and objectives of this Agreement without further Council approval.


Section 4.
Upon proof of execution of this Agreement by all parties thereto, all City officials and employees are authorized to take such actions as are necessary and appropriate to implement the terms and conditions of the said Agreement.


Section 5.
The invalidity of any section or provision of this ordinance herein adopted shall not invalidate other sections or provisions thereof.  


Section 6.
All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
