The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace window signage at 503 E. Fourth Street was presented by Miguel and Margarita Matos

2. The new signage will have serif style lettering (Times Roman or similar) in an arc on the two front windows of the storefront as shown in the sketch created at the Historic Commission meeting.

3. The lettering will be red with black shadows

4. The lettering will be approximately 4”-6” high as needed to fit the size of the storefront windows.

5. “By Matos” will be added to the bottom of the sign as discussed at the meeting.

6. The signs on the two storefront windows will be identical.  

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
