CASE # 1292– It is proposed to paint the front doors at 135 E. Market St.           OWNER:  Market Street Townhouses
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to paint the front doors at 135 E. Market St. was presented by Rheta Matthews.

2. The front doors of the 12 townhouses will be painted as proposed.

3. The new colors will be:

4. The lighter, brighter colors will be used at recessed entrances, and the darker colors will be used for the more exposed doors.

5. The sidelights may be painted the same color of the doors, although several members of the HARB thought that the sidelights should remain white to be more historically appropriate.

6. The door frames and trim will remain white.

7. The overall placement of the different colors shall be undertaken so that a balanced composition of colors is achieved.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
