CASE # 1293– It is proposed to alter the exterior of 30-32 W. Market St.          OWNER:  Fred Achey
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the exterior of 30-32 W. Market St. was presented by Fred Achey and Chris Portner.

2. The existing 15’x 15’ concrete front yard will be replaced with landscaping (10’ x 15’ area), a new brick walk in a herringbone pattern, and black wrought iron fence with gate.

3. The existing concrete steps (risers and treads) will be clad in brick to match the new sidewalk brick.

4. The new wrought iron fencing will be approximately 48” high and will be similar in character to the existing wrought iron fencing along the neighboring property line.  A new matching gate will be installed.

5. The new brick will match the existing brick on the neighboring property as closely as possible.

6. A new 7’-0” high wood privacy fence will be installed along the rear property line.  The new fence will be 16’ long.  The board fence will be chamfered at the top (dog-eared) and stained a warm gray.

7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
