The HARB upon motion by Mr. Benner and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to restore the sidewalk and driveway apron in front of 79 W. Church St. and 85 W. Church St.

2. The proposed work will be completed as presented to the HARB.

3. A new driveway apron “angle” will be installed to match the angle on the east side of the existing driveway. The driveway apron will be brick to match the existing sidewalk brick at 79 W. Church St.

4. A standing soldier course of brick will be installed on the east and west sides of the driveway apron.

5. Approximately 36’ of deteriorated concrete curbing will be replace with new concrete curbing to match the existing.

6. The small area of missing sidewalk will be infilled with concrete to match the existing concrete sidewalk.

7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
