CASE # 244 – It is proposed to install signage at 23 W. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Cartlin Properties
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Ytsma and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 23 W. Fourth Street was presented by Marc Jaxheimer.

2. The new sign will be a double sided, projecting sign measuring approximately 39” x 19” in size.

3. The sign will be fabricated of diamond plate polished aluminum with a cutout, rusted-steel color aluminum plate floated in front.  The lettering and design will be as shown in the rendering submitted.

4. The thickness of the double sided sign should be as small as possible.

5. The sign will hang from an aluminum I-beam bracket mounted above the storefront.  A stainless steel guy-wire will be added above the I-beam to provide support, both visually and physically.

6. The sign will not be internally illuminated.

7. Any changes to the existing storefront would need to be reviewed by the Historic Commission at a future date.

8. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
