CASE # 245 – It is proposed to replace the front door, sidelights, and transom at 12-14 W. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Linda Villani
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the front door, sidelights, and transom at 12-14 W. Fourth Street was presented by Linda Villani.

2. The existing non-historic front door will be replaced with the salvaged, period wood door shown to the Historic Commission.

3. The existing divided light sidelights and transom may be replaced with new single light glass panels to match the new glass installed in the front porch.  The glass will be clear and not tinted.

4. The request for the demolition of the rear dwelling on the site is not approved at this time.  Plans must be presented to the Historic Commission showing what will replace the existing structure before the demolition request will be heard.

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
