CASE # 1326– It is proposed to replace wood windows with vinyl windows at 68 W. Market St.           OWNER:  Pauline Hartman
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council DENY a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace wood windows with vinyl windows at 68 W. Market St. was presented by a representative of Sears Home Improvement.

2. Two 2-over-2 double-hung wood windows at the second floor, rear of the building were proposed to be replaced with vinyl windows.

3. Because of the age and importance of this historic stone building dating from c.1762, the HARB denied the request to install vinyl windows.  The window replacement does not meet the Secretary of the Interior Standards.

4. The HARB recommended the repair of the existing wood windows and the installation of new, thermally tight aluminum storm windows with Low-E glass and screens. 

5. The wood windows may be repaired without further HARB review if repaired in-kind.

6. The installation of new storm windows would need to be reviewed by the HARB.

7. The motion to deny the proposed vinyl window installation was unanimously approved.
