CASE # 1330– It is proposed to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for 4 double-sided boulevard banners installed at the Hotel Bethlehem at 437 Main St.           OWNER:  Christmas City Hotel, LLC
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for 4 double-sided boulevard banners installed at the Hotel Bethlehem at 437 Main St. was presented by Bruce Haines, Member Manager and Dennis Costello.

2. The banners were installed without HARB review due to an unintentional oversight.

3. The banners are 2’ x 5’ in size, and there are two different designs for the two different restaurants in the Hotel.

4. The banners are tan in color and the graphics relate stylistically to the two different restaurant themes.

5. Because of the monumetal character of the 9 story building, the HARB thought that the banners were historically appropriate.  There is an historic precedent of banners being used on large urban buildings, such as museums.

6. The HARB recommended approval only because of the monumental nature of the building and its location on Main Street. 

7. The HARB also recognized that the restaurants in the building had few other options for appropriate signage.

8. The motion to recommend approval for the banners was unanimously approved.
