The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 748 E. Fourth St. was presented by Marco Nieves.

2. The new sign will hang from an existing metal bracket on the facade.

3. The new, double-sided projecting sign will be 30” x 30” in size.

4. The sign will be fabricated of ½” MDO, and the sign will have a brown background, gold and black letters, and gold borders as shown in the rendering submitted to the Historic Commission.

5. The sign will be lit with two small black spot lights attached to the sign bracket.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
