The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Ms. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for the Streetscape Master Plan produced by the Bethlehem Historic Neighborhood Association was presented by Charles Lyman.

2. The Streetscape Master Plan addresses the block defined by W. Market St., N. New St., W. Church St., and Heckewelder Place specifically, but is intended to be a model for the entire historic district.

3. The Master Plan was previously reviewed by HARB in September 2007, and, as indicated in CASE #1311,  the Board recommended that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness.

4. City Council had several concerns about the Master Plan and failed to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness.

5. The HARB supports the Streetscape Master Plan as a plan and not a specification.  

6. The HARB supports the Streetscape Master Plan, also, as an historic and aesthetic guide, not a commitment for City funding.

7. The proposed plan was unanimously and enthusiastically approved.
