HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1332– It is proposed to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for additional design details for the proposed new dormitory on Moravian College’s Hurd Campus.           OWNER:  Moravian College Housing
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for additional design details for the proposed new dormitory on Moravian College’s Hurd Campus was presented by Hemmler and Camayd Architects.

2. The glass for the stair towers and sixth floor curtain wall will be a smokey gray tinted glass that reduces light transmission by 30%.

3. The two-level light fixture option for the stair towers will not be installed, as recommended by the architects.

4. The “porches” will be constructed as shown in the cross sections submitted to the HARB.  Planar changes will create shadow lines that recall the historic porches found at the rear of several buildings on Church St.

5. The revised cupola will be constructed as revised and defined in the submitted drawings.  The scale of the cupola will be significantly less than the bell tower on Central Bethlehem Moravian Church, and the new cupola will not be illuminated.  

6. The dumpster area at the west end of the new building will be screened with a wood lattice structure similar to the photograph detail submitted.

7. Retaining and screen walls at the east end of the new building will be constructed of stone to match the stone on the new building.  Other retaining walls will be constructed of concrete and stained to blend with the base of the new building.

8. The type of access gate proposed for Lehigh Street was not approved as submitted.  Altenative, more traditional, swing type gates will be explored with the fire department.  The final design, exact location, and details of the gate must be submitted to the HARB for review. 

9. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
