HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1338– It is proposed to alter the exterior of 229 E. Wall St.           OWNER:  Scott Thiel
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the exterior of 229 E. Wall St. was presented by Robert Cornelius.

2. The proposed work was approved with the following conditions and clarifications.

3. The proposed deck will be constructed as proposed and drawn in the sketches provided to the HARB.  The existing rear roof will remain in place, and the deck will be 20’ x 10’ in size.  The railings will be constructed with 2 x 4 top and bottom rails (tapered to shed water) and1-1/2” (min.) square balusters.  The deck will be constructed of naturally weathered pressure-treated wood.

4. The rear parking deck will be 15’ x 10’ in size and will be paved with bituminous paving.

5. The front vestibule will be renovated as described at the HARB meeting and sketched by the Historic Officer at the meeting.  Two 1 over 1 aluminum clad double hung windows will be installed on the front of the vestibule and two, narrower, 1 over 1 aluminum clad double hung windows will be installed on the side.  All aluminum siding will be removed from the vestibule and the corners will be clad in wide trim boards (wood or Azek).  The corner boards should be approximately 6”-8” in width.  The roof overhang will be extended above the windows on the front and the area of the pediment finished with plain wood shingles or wood lap siding with a 3” exposure. The gutters on the vestibule will be removed and a copper diverter installed over the front door.  A salvaged 15 light wood and glass door will be installed on the side of the vestibule.

6. A new cedar fence will be installed on the side of the house.  There will be an 8’ and a 35’ section of fencing.  The plain dog-eared boards will be supported with 4 x 4 posts and left to weather naturally.  The fence will be 6’-6” high.  There will be no fence company signage on the fence.

7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
