SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION

CASE # 267 – It is proposed to construct a masonry screen wall at 217-231 E. Third St.  OWNER:  Third and Taylor Development, LP
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a masonry screen wall was presented by Historic Officer as requested by the applicant who was unexpectedly unable to attend the meeting.

2. The new masonry wall will screen mechanical equipment from Third St.

3. The stuccoed wall will be 12’ tall with a slightly projecting cornice that matches the building’s storefront cornice. 

4. There will a 4 or 6 panel steel door (3’6” x 7’0”) in the center of the wall.  The door will have a rusticated surround with a segmentally arched top as shown in the drawings submitted.

5. The wall colors shall match the building colors and the door should not be highlighted, but blend in with the wall colors

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
