CASE # 266 – It is proposed to renovate the storefront, paint, and install signage at 127 E. Third St     OWNER: Keith and Kevin Martin

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the storefront, paint, and install signage at 127 E. Third St. was presented by Marianna John.

2. The existing T-111 siding will be removed from the storefront.  Holes and damaged areas of the metal panels beneath the siding will be repaired in the least obtrusive way.  The method of repair must be reviewed by the Historic Officer prior to work on the building.

3. The new sign will be 15’ x 2’ in size. It will be mounted on the metal panels above the display windows in such a fashion as to limit further damage to the historic storefront materials.  

4. The sign will be fabricated of high density urethane and painted to look like wood.

5. The background color of the sign will be adjusted to be a warm off-white or ivory.  The lettering, logo, and border will be gold and black as presented.

6. The lettering style will be script as presented.  

7. The window trim, cornice, and areas of the storefront will be painted as proposed.

8. The HCC recommends the removal of the raised display platform from the left storefront window and the removal of the paint from the lower section of the glass.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
