RESOLUTION BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM THAT

THE LEFT TURN ONLY LANE UPON ROUTE 378 NORTH (AT THE FIVE

POINTS INTERSECTION/McDONALD'S) BE REMOVED.

WHEREAS, the City of Bethlehem previously forwarded plans to PennDOT establishing

a left hand turn lane at the Five Points/McDonald's intersection proceeding North upon Route

378; and

WHEREAS, as a direct result of this left hand turn lane upon northbound Route 378,

parking was removed upon the east side of Route 378 between the intersections of Five Points

and Fourth Street; and

WHEREAS, this left hand turn lane has resulted in a lack of parking for the merchants and

residents within the area; and

WHEREAS, this left hand turn lane has created an unsafe traffic condition for the

traveling public and pedestrians; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bethlehem has previously corresponded with PennDOT for the

removal of this left hand turn lane due to the number of traffic incidents at this site and the

continuing threat to public safety;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Bethlehem that

the appropriate documentation be submitted to PennDOT for the removal of the left hand turn

lane upon Route 378 North at the Five Points/McDonald's intersection and that the parking upon

the east side of Route 378 between the intersections of Five Points and Fourth Street be restored.
