CASE # 1341– It is proposed to renovate the façade at 83 W. Broad St.           OWNER:  West Broad Street, LLC
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Sachdev and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the façade at 83 W. Broad St was resented by Dyane and Rod Holt and David Hausman from Brownstone Designs.

2. The proposed work was approved with the following modifications and clarifications.

3. The storefront windows will be joined together with a vertical panel, and the horizontal panel below the windows will be modified to include two rectangular panels and one small square panel.  The trim will surround both windows and panels and extend down to the foundation so that the windows and panels recall the former firehouse door.  A sketch of the new window configuration is to be faxed to the Historic Officer.

4. The glass in the windows will be clear.

5. The new stucco will have a sand finish.

6. The top of the cornice will be flashed with copper or lead coated copper.

7. The new color scheme will be as follows:

a. Baguette - SW 6123
Stucco, cornice and panel frames, sign

b. Burgundy-SW6300

Panel interiors, sign

c. Black Bean-SW6006
Window frames, door, sign border.

d. Welcome White-SW6658
Second floor windows

8. The wood sign will have carved lettering.

9. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
