HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1350– It is proposed to reconstruct the front porches and replace roofing at 631-633 Conestoga St.           OWNER:  Eric Gaiger
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Sachdev and Phil Roeder and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to reconstruct the front porches and replace roofing at 631-633 Conestoga St. was presented by Eric and Sharon Gaiger.

2. The proposed work was approved as submitted with the following modifications and clarifications.

3. The roofing will be GAF Slateline fiberglass shingles in the Antique Slate color.

4. The roof will have half round gutter and round downspouts.  The gutter and downspouts may be white aluminum, copper, or lead coated copper.

5. The porch roof will be constructed exactly as existing except that the angled braces will be removed.  The floor will be 5/4 deck boards and the treads will be 2 x 10s.  

6. The front of the porch below the floor deck will be clad in tongue and groove, wood, beaded board.

7. The metal handrail will be replaced with a wood handrail as sketched by the Historic Officer.  The material for the handrail is to be cedar.

8. New front and rear doors and storm doors will be installed.  The doors will be 9 light fiberglass doors with 2 vertical panels below the glass lights.  The storm doors are to be full light doors in the Wineberry color.

9. The new color scheme for the houses will be as follows:  All colors are Behr.

a. Quiet Shore


Trim and casing

b. Antique Chest


Body

c. Lost Summit


Building base, steps, treads, handrail, and beaded board

d. Wineberry (match)


Shutters, doors, and accents

10. The existing plastic shutters are to be replaced with new wood or composite material shutters.  Each shutter should measure approximately one half of the window width.

11. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
