CASE # 1351– It is proposed to install vinyl signage, gooseneck lighting, and a canopy at the front door at 574 Main St.           OWNER:  Ashley Development
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install vinyl signage, gooseneck lighting, and a canopy at the front door at 574 Main St. was presented by Sal Biundo and John Christinzio.

2. The temporary vinyl window signage will be limited to 2 windows on Main Street and 2 windows on Broad St. (one for each restaurant).

3. The new front door canopy will be constructed of glass with a thin bronze frame and brace.  The brace would be located at the same level as the fabric awning pipe structure.  The glass canopy is to be at the same angle as the proposed fabric awnings and extend from the building 5’.

4. The proposed gooseneck lighting will be mounted into the wood storefront cornice and will be appropriately scaled.  The fixtures are to be bronze in finish.

5. The graphics for the awnings and front canopy and the final details of the glass canopy must be reviewed in further detail at a future HARB meeting.

6. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
