The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mrs. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a rooftop mechanical enclosure at 510 High St. was presented by the owner of the condominium unit, Tim Fox.

2. The new mechanical enclosure will be 44” x 44” in size and will be located on north side of the existing rear chimney.

3. The railing at the perimeter of the platform will match the height of the condensing unit.  The corner posts may be higher.

5. There will be a gate to access the condensing unit.
