Attached is a draft resolution to erect, operate, and maintain a traffic signal at the high volume driveway located at 1435 Eighth Avenue as part of the Plaza on Eighth development.  The traffic signal will permit motorists to enter and exit safely from the development.  It will also provide a crosswalk at this location to assist any pedestrians wanting to cross Eighth Avenue.  This pedestrian crossing will become more important with the future development of the Martin Tower property.   The design for this traffic signal is complete and is currently being reviewed by the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT), whose approval is contingent on the City agreeing to erect, operate, and maintain it.  This resolution is a standard requirement of PennDOT.  Please place this item on City Council agenda for their consideration and passage at your earliest convenience.

WHEREAS, the City of Bethlehem, Lehigh County, desires to erect, operate and maintain a traffic signal at the high volume driveway located at 1435 Eighth Avenue (Plaza on Eighth), and

WHEREAS, the Vehicle Code requires the approval of the Secretary of Transportation before signals may be legally erected or reconstructed, and

WHEREAS, the Department of Transportation requires an engineering drawing of the location, the City of Bethlehem will prepare such a drawing in conformance with the instructions provided by the Department.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that traffic signals be erected at the above mentioned location, subject to the approval of the Secretary of Transportation, and that his approval is hereby requested, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that, in the event a traffic signal permit is approved after proper investigation, the City of Bethlehem will be bound by the following provisions:

The traffic signals shall be installed and maintained in accordance with the Vehicle Code and the Regulations for traffic signs, signals and markings of the Department of Transportation, and

Should future highway or traffic conditions, or legal requirements necessitate alteration of the construction or operation, or hours of operation, or removal of the flashing pedestrian signal at the above-mentioned location, they shall be altered or removed when and as directed by the Secretary of Transportation.
