CASE # 275 – It is proposed to replace existing signage at 1-5 W. Fourth St.  OWNER:  1-4 W. Fourth Street Associates, LLC
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the existing signage at 1-5 W. Fourth St. was presented by Andrew Levin representing Sneaker Villa.

2. The existing signs are to be replaced with signs having the new store logo.  The colors of the signs will be white, red, and gray.

3. The signs will be fabricated of aluminum and 12’ x 3’1 ½” and 10’-1” x 3-1 ½” (not 2’-7 ½” as proposed) in size.   

4. The signs will be 8” deep and recessed into the sign band resulting in approximately a ¼” projection from the face of the sign band.  

5. The signs will be internally illuminated with fluorescent lamps.  Only the red areas of the sign will have illumination.  These areas will be fabricated of translucent acrylic and the large areas will be recessed in the sign box 4”.

6. The existing sign band areas will be covered with matt black/gray, “diamond plate” vinyl material.  This material will cover the entire sign band.

7. If for any reason the proposed internally illuminated signs cannot be recessed into the sign band, the applicants must return to the HCC with a new proposal.

8. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
