CASE # 1362– It is proposed to renovate the existing storefront at 505 Main St.          OWNER:  Historic Bethlehem Inc.
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the existing storefront at 505 Main St. was presented by Christine Ussler.

2. The storefront will be renovated as shown in the drawings submitted to the HARB with the following conditions and clarifications.

3. The projecting cornice will be roofed with either copper or painted terne seamed roofing.

4. The new brackets for the storefront will be related in design to the existing large cornice brackets.

5. Moldings in the proposed panels should be low profile.

6. It was recommended that the oil fill pipes, pipe vent, and meter device located in the panel below the first floor double-hung window be recessed behind a recycled cast iron grate.

7. Signage and the new color scheme must be brought to the HARB for review at a later date.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
