1. The proposal to renovate the existing storefront at 451 Main St. was presented by Christine Ussler for M+M Main Street Development.

2. The storefront will be renovated as shown in the revised drawing (dated 8/13/08) submitted to the HARB with the following conditions and clarifications.
