HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1365– It is proposed to replace the existing deck at 510 High St.
OWNER: Arthur Zaretsky.
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Roeder adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the existing deck at 131 E. Wall St was presented by Troy Carlson.

2. The existing wood deck may be replaced with new Ipe wood or stone decking on “Bison” deck supports as proposed.

3. The existing balustrade must be repaired in-kind and not replaced with urethane products.  Epoxy consolidators and fillers may be used in the repair of the balustrade.

4. If additional height is desired at the balustrade, “wrought iron” rails may be installed.  The top rail is to have a traditional profile.  If needed, a second rail of rectangular profile may be installed 4” below the top rail.  The railings are to be mounted with vertical supports fastened to the interior of the existing balustrade.

5. If any re-roofing or structural repairs or changes are needed, the work must be reviewed by the HARB,

6. The proposed work was approved with a unanimous vote.
